Anhingas often swim 
submerged to the neck. Sharply pointed bill is used to spear fish. SPECIES: 4 WORLD, 1 N.A.

Anhinga Anhinga anhinga L 35" (89 cm) WS 45" (114 cm) ANHI
Black above, with green gloss; silvery white spots and streaks on wings 
and upper back. During breeding season, male acquires pale, wispy 
plumes on upper neck; bill and bare facial skin become brightly colored. 
Female has bu�y neck and breast. Immatures resemble adult female 
but are browner overall. In flight, profile looks headless. Flies with slow, 
regular wingbeats and circles like raptor on thermals; note that soaring 
Double-crested Cormorants (p. 252) with slightly splayed tails may be 
mistaken for Anhingas. Anhingas often seen perched on branches or 
stumps with wings spread. 
VOICE: Mostly silent; may give occasional croaks and rattles.
RANGE: Prefers freshwater habitats. Casual wanderer north of breeding 
range to ON, Southwest, and Southern CA.

PELICANS Family Pelecanidae
These large, heavy waterbirds have massive bills and huge throat pouches used as dip 
nets to catch fish. In flight, pelicans hold their heads drawn back. Mostly silent away 
from breeding colonies. SPECIES: 8 WORLD, 2 N.A.

American White Pelican Pelecanus erythrorhynchos
L 62" (158 cm) WS 108" (274 cm) AWPE�White, with black primaries 
and outer secondaries. Breeding adult has pale yellow crest; bill is bright 
orange, usually with a fibrous plate on upper mandible. Plate is shed 
after eggs are laid; crown and nape become grayish. Juvenile is white 
with brownish wash on head, neck, and lesser coverts; soft parts more 
dully colored. Does not dive for food but dips bill into the water while 
swimming. Usually found in flocks.
RANGE: Nonbreeding birds seen in summer throughout area enclosed 
by dashed line on map. In fall, vagrants may appear almost anywhere, 
increasingly in Northeast.

Brown Pelican Pelecanus occidentalis
L 48" (122 cm) WS 84" (213 cm) BRPE  E�Nonbreeding adult has 
white head and neck, often washed with yellow; grayish brown body; 
blackish belly. In breeding bird, hindneck is dark chestnut; yellow patch at 
base of neck. On eastern carolinensis, gular pouch is grayish on most, but 
is occasionally red; breeding californicus from West Coast has a bright red 
gular pouch. Molt during incubation and chick feeding produces speckled 
head and foreneck; light eye darkened during chick feeding. Juvenile gray-
ish brown above; underparts whitish. Immatures browner; acquire adult 
plumage by third year. Dives from the air after prey.
RANGE: Large numbers move north to Salton Sea, CA, after breeding, 
many winter; in some years, small numbers to elsewhere in Southwest, 
where normally very rare; casual elsewhere interior U.S. and southern 
ON. A few wander on Atlantic coast, mainly spring and summer, to 
limit of dashed line on map; casual NS. On Pacific coast, rare BC, casual 
southeastern AK. 
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Tricolored Heron Egretta tricolor L 26" (66 cm) WS 36" (91 cm)
TRHE�White belly and foreneck contrast with mainly dark blue 
upperparts; bill long and slender; lores and lower mandible yellow 
most of the year, bright cobalt blue during breeding season. In flight, 
note white underwing coverts. Juvenile has chestnut hindneck and 
upperwing coverts.
VOICE: Mostly silent; some low croaking at nest site.
RANGE: Common inhabitant of salt marshes and mangrove swamps 
of East and Gulf Coasts. Rare interior central and eastern N.A., but has 
bred ND and KS. Very rare north to Great Lakes and Maritimes. Formerly 
rare but regular Southern CA coast, chiefly in winter; now casual; casual 
Southwest; accidental elsewhere interior West.

Little Blue Heron Egretta caerulea
L 24" (61 cm) WS 40" (102 cm) LBHE�Slate blue overall. During most 
of the year, plumage, head, and neck are dark purple; legs and feet 
dull green. In high breeding plumage, head and neck become more 
maroon, legs and feet black. Juvenile is easily confused with immature 
Snowy Egret (p. 260); note Little Blue Heron’s dull yellow legs and 
feet; two-tone bill with thicker, gray base and dark tip; mostly gray-
ish lores; and, often, narrow, dusky primary tips. During first spring, 
juvenile’s white plumage begins gradual molt to adult plumage, during 
which time the mottled birds are said to be in their “calico phase.” 
Slow, methodical feeders, often a solitary feeder. Prefers freshwater 
for feeding. 
VOICE: Mostly silent; some low croaking and squawking, mostly at 
nest site.
RANGE: Fairly common at freshwater ponds, lakes, and marshes and 
coastal saltwater wetlands. Rare in East north of mapped range in 
spring and during post-breeding dispersal. Casual interior West in 
spring; accidental in fall and winter from Southwest. Casual BC and NL.

Reddish Egret Egretta rufescens L 30" (76 cm) WS 46" (117 cm)
REEG�The distinctive feeding behavior§—§lurching and dashing about 
with wings spread in a canopy§—§is utterly diagnostic and is quite useful 
in identifying distant birds. Dark-morph breeding adult has shaggy 
plumes on rufous head, neck. Bill is pink with black tip; legs cobalt 
blue. Nonbreeding plumage varies, but in general duller, with shorter 
plumes, darker bill. Dark-morph juvenile is gray; some pale cinnamon 
on head, neck, inner wing; bill is dark. White-morph adults in breeding 
season, with pink-based bills, are distinctive but nonbreeding adults and 
immatures, with all-dark bills, are more cryptic and resemble smaller 
Snowy Egret (p. 260); note larger size, longer bill, dark legs and feet; 
also note behavior. A few dark-morph birds have much white on wings 
and somewhat resemble molting immature Little Blue Heron.
VOICE: Mostly silent; some low grunts at nest site.
RANGE: Uncommon. Inhabits shallow, open salt pans, salt marshes. 
Wanders along Gulf Coast in post-breeding dispersal; casual interior 
Midwest, Southwest, and up the Atlantic coast to New England; rare 
coastal Southern CA (chiefly in fall and winter) and Salton Sea (fall); 
casual elsewhere in West (fall). To date, all records from West have 
involved dark morphs. Note in interior West nearly all records are in fall, 
whereas nearly all Little Blues occur spring and early summer.

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HUMMINGBIRDS

HUMMINGBIRDS Family Trochilidae
These birds hover at flowers to sip nectar with needlelike bills. Adult males distinctive; 
others often identified to species by calls. Males’ iridescent throat feathers (gorget) look 
black in poor light. SPECIES: 340 WORLD, 24 N.A.

Mexican Violetear Colibri thalassinus L 4½" (11 cm) MEVI
Rather large and green overall with dark subterminal tail band; bill 
slightly decurved. Adult male has blue-violet patches on face and 
breast; adult female less intensely colored and with reduced blue on 
breast. Immature duller with reduced blue on face, spotty iridescence 
on breast, and dusky gray belly.
VOICE: Song a repeated, often incessant tsip tsup with other notes 
mixed in; often given from a perch.
RANGE: Tropical species, found from highlands of central Mexico to 
northwestern Nicaragua; distinct seasonal movements. Formerly 
known as Green Violetear, northern population has been split from 
solid green-breasted southern populations, now known as Lesser 
Violetear (C. cyanotus), found from Costa Rica to S.A. Most records in 
N.A. are in late spring and summer from the Hill Country in TX, where 
nearly annual. Casual elsewhere in eastern N.A., with multiple records 
to northern tier of states and ON. Accidental in West (AB, CO, CA). 

Green-breasted Mango Anthracothorax prevostii 
L 4¾" (12 cm) GNBM�Rather large hummingbird with a fairly heavy, 
decurved bill and purplish to copper-chestnut (light dependent) color 
in outer tail feathers. Adult male is green overall. Adult female shows 
broad, blackish blue stripe on underparts bordered in white; outer 
tail feathers with white tips. Immature similar to female but shows 
cinnamon stripe from chin to flanks. 
VOICE: Usually silent. Gives hard ticking chip notes, often in a series; 
higher sip calls in flight.
RANGE: Tropical species. Northern ssp., prevostii, is found from north-
east Mexico to northern C.A.; other ssp. found to northern S.A. Casual 
in fall and winter to south TX; accidental NC, GA, and WI.

Lucifer Hummingbird Calothorax lucifer L 3¾" (10 cm) LUHU
Rather small; distinctly decurved bill. Adult male has green crown, 
elongated purple gorget; long, forked tail, usually held in a point, 
sometimes spread in flight. Female is rich bu� below; bu� stripe 
behind eye widens at side of neck. Outer tail feathers rufous at base, 
tipped with white. Immature male resembles female but tail slightly 
longer; some have a few purplish throat feathers, as do some adult 
females. Territorial adult male perches high on bare branch.
VOICE: Call a hard, rich chih, sometimes doubled; rapid series of notes 
in chases.
RANGE: Prefers washes in arid foothills and up into lower mountains. 
Visits feeders, also often encountered at desert flowering plants. 
Uncommon Chisos Mountains, rare Christian and Davis Mountains;

This region’s love of beer is no more apparent than in 
the story of Henry Weinhard and Portland, Oregon’s 

Skidmore Fountain. In 1888, this pioneering brewer was 
so enthusiastic about his beer that he offered to pump 
it through the fountain’s pipes for its grand unveiling. 
This excitement, along with perfect hop-growing con-
ditions, has made Washington State, Oregon, and Cali-
fornia the epicenter of the craft beer scene. 

It began with the gold rush of the 1840s. Thousands of 
people came west hoping to strike it rich, bringing a thirst 
that brewers rushed in to quench. By the 1860s and ’70s, 
settlers such as Gottlieb Brekle and Henry Weinhard 
were buying up breweries. Brekle turned an old saloon in 
California into what would eventually become Anchor 

Brewing, while Weinhard bought Portland’s Liberty 
Brewing and became one of Oregon’s most influential 
brewers. Washington State’s iconic Rainier beer was first 
brewed in Seattle back in 1878, 11 years before Washington 
was declared a state. Even before the craft beer revolution 
started stirring, this region was developing unique and 
distinctly American beer.

The proximity to thriving hop farms played a key role 
in developing the West Coast’s distinctive style. The 
region’s clean mountain water, volcanic soil, temperate 
climate, and frequent rain make it the ideal place to grow 
hops. Of the 45,000 acres (18,211 ha) of hop farms in the 
United States, Washington State claims 71 percent and 
Oregon 15 percent. This plethora of hops may have 

inspired Fritz Maytag—when he bought Anchor Brew-
ing in 1965—to combine the English practice of dry- 
hopping with local hop varieties to produce his Liberty 
Ale. Sierra Nevada followed suit in 1980, where brewer 
Ken Grossman created a new style: the intensely hopped 
American pale ale. But if there is one style this region is 
famous for, it is the American IPA. Credit goes to Bert 
Grant for developing the Northwest’s first version of a 
hoppy IPA. His creation evolved into the unofficial beer 
style known as the West Coast IPA.

This region’s brewing culture isn’t just enthusiastic—
it is prolific. California leads all other states when it 
comes to the sheer number of craft breweries, with 
Washington State ranked second and Oregon fourth. 
Portland, aptly nicknamed “Beervana,” boasts nearly 
100 breweries and brewpubs in its metropolitan area—
the country’s highest number per capita. Some of the 
larger craft breweries have been purchased by macro-
breweries, but the region’s craft brewing renaissance 
remains undiminished.

At first glance, Charles 

Finkel seems unassum-

ing—an older gentleman 

with a warm demeanor, a 

bow tie, and a little dog—

but his role in the craft 

beer industry looms large. 

He is considered one of 

the 12 founders of the 

modern craft beer revolu-

tion, though he started 

his career in wine. In 1969 

he became one of the first people to sell boutique 

West Coast wines. He went on to pioneer many firsts 

in the beer industry: He was the first to o£er craft 

beer, import Belgian beer, market fruit beer, and 

revive such styles as oatmeal stout. He and his wife, 

Rose Ann, own Pike Brewing Company in Seattle’s 

famous Pike Place Market, a go-to brewpub with a 

selection of eclectic beers eclipsed only by an incred-

ible collection of beer memorabilia. Highlights include 

some of his own beer label artwork, adorning such 

brands as Lindemans and Samuel Smith.

Blanketed in volcanic tu£, Cappa-
docia has been slowly eroding into magnificent 
rock towers, ru©ed valleys, castle-like cli£s, and 

one the most otherworldly landscapes on Earth. As if 
its geological beauty weren’t enough to fascinate, 
these lava formations have been hand-carved into 
thousands of houses, inhabited by the Hittites, 
Romans, Ottomans, and present-day Anatolians. The 
conical rock homes with wonky windows and doorways 
are Cappadocia’s signature, though that’s just scratch-
ing the surface. 

Stuck between warring Persian and Greek rivals and 
on the fringe of the Byzantine empire, Cappadocia was 
often a battleground, driving locals to build in the 
peace of the subterranean.

WE DRINK WHEN WE’RE THIRSTY. But 

do we get enough water? Every system 

in our bodies depends on it. The 

human body needs water to enable 

cell growth, digest food, transport 

oxygen, manufacture neurotransmit-

ters, regulate body temperature, 

lubricate joints, and �ush body 

wastes. At the same time, we continu-

ally lose �uids through breathing, 

sweating, and elimination. 

By some estimates, up to 75 percent of 

Americans drink less water than their 

bodies need. Even mild dehydration 

can lead to fatigue and headaches. 

Chronic dehydration can contribute to 

medical problems ranging from joint 

pain and weight gain to ulcers, high 

blood pressure, and kidney disease. 

Experts agree that water is by far the 

most healthful thing you can drink. 

So how much do we really need each 

day? Drinking eight 8-ounce glasses 

daily is traditionally recommended, 

and many doctors still hold to that. 

But there is no one right answer, says 

the Mayo Clinic. How much water you 

need depends on your health, your 

activities, and where you live. 

According to the Health and Medicine 

Division of the National Academy of 

Sciences, an adequate intake of �uids 

is about 3 liters daily for men, on 

average, and 2.2 liters for women. 

That’s not too far from eight glasses a 

day, although it includes all types of 

�uids. Coffee and tea count, too. Con-

trary to popular belief, research 

shows that caffeinated beverages are 

not dehydrating. 

Being active certainly increases your 

needs for hydration. You should drink 

at least an extra 1.5 to 2.5 cups of 

water if you do a garden-variety 

60-minute workout, the Mayo Clinic’s 

guidelines say. If you work out 

intensely or tend to perspire copi-

ously, you probably need more. 

Look at it this way: Drinking extra 

water can’t hurt, and could be good 

for your health in the long run. Stud-

ies show that people who consume 

plenty of water have a lower risk of 

developing high blood sugar or long-

term kidney problems. (Don’t go to 

extremes, however. Drinking gallons 

of water in a short period of time can 

lead to a dangerous condition called 

hyponatremia.) 

TO STAY HYDRATED: 

Opt for water over sports drinks.  

Sports drinks are useful in replenish-

ing �uids and electrolytes (the salts 

our bodies need to transmit cellular 

impulses) after high-intensity or 

long-duration exertion. They aren’t 

necessary for the typical workout. Skip 

the sports drinks, and you’ll also be 

skipping unneeded sugar and carbs. 

Carry a (re�llable) water bottle.   

It’s a good reminder. If you don’t �nd 

water palatable, add sliced lemons, 

oranges, cucumbers, or strawberries. 

Check your medications. Many pre-

scription meds, such as those for high 

blood pressure or certain heart condi-

tions, act as diuretics. Take note and 

increase your �uid intake accordingly. 

Alcohol is dehydrating. Alcoholic 

beverages have a marked diuretic 

effect over the short-term, causing 

your body to eliminate substantially 

more �uid than you are taking in. 

Even if you drink extra water or drink 

beer (which is about 95 percent 

water), your body will only retain half 

to a third of the amount you consume. 

That’s one more reason to limit your 

alcohol intake.  

Don’t put off quenching your thirst. 

While researchers say you don’t need 

to “drink ahead” of your thirst, you 

shouldn’t delay in slaking it, either, 

especially if you’re hot and sweaty. 

Watch out for signs of dehydration. 

Those include dry skin that doesn’t 

bounce back when pinched, dizziness, 

headache, fatigue, rapid heart rate, 

and dark urine.

How to Succeed at Fitness
Mind-set Makes the Difference

IF YOU’RE LIKE MOST PEOPLE, you’ve more 
than once resolved to exercise and get fit. And, if you’re like most of us, those 
resolutions have usually gone by the wayside. Research suggests that about 
75 percent of people who make New Year’s resolutions will stick with them 
no longer than a week. Only about 40 percent stay the course for as long as 
six months. 

When you’re 30-something, it’s easy to give yourself a pass about a failure to 
follow through; at that age you’re probably not being nagged by aches and 
pains, and you can always tell yourself there’s still plenty of time to get on the 
fitness track. But when you’re in your fifties, sixties, or seventies, the ticking 
of the clock is more insistent. The aging process is like a freight train that’s 
rolling downhill. If you want to apply the brakes, you can’t a�ord to delay. 
Your best chance is taking action now. 

Believe me, I’ve been one of those who vowed to get fit and soon slid back 
into my old habits. But things are di�erent now. I have finally made fitness a 
way of life—and I promise you that as long as I’m still upright, that’s not going 
to change. It’s all about getting motivated, and staying motivated day in and 
day out, even when you’re too busy or “don’t feel like it.” Occasional bouts of 
exercise won’t improve your physical functioning, and may put you at risk for 
an injury. Consistency is the key.   

In short, if you want to be fit and strong for life, you’ve got to invest an hour of 
honest e�ort toward that goal, six days a week—and I won’t pretend that’s easy. 
Kelly McGonigal, a Ph.D. health psychologist at Stanford University, explains 
why fitness and health resolutions can be especially tough to stick with. As 
she told the TED blog, “Everything we think of as requiring willpower is usu-
ally a competition between two conflicting selves. There’s a part of you who is 
looking to the long-term and thinking about certain goals, and then another 
part of you that has a completely di�erent agenda and wants to maximize cur-
rent pleasure and minimize current stress, pain, and discomfort.”
