index fingers to look through. I love to pull mine out from time to time to help 
me decide what portion of the whole larger view in front of me I want to draw. 
The viewfinder also helps you to see your artwork or your sketchbook page like a 
zoomed- in photograph, with the edges of the image falling off the page.

Here are two of the exact same day’s adventures captured in two very different 
ways.

It features the view 
looking out to the horizon from the pool at the rental house. Two colorful floating 
inner tubes lived in the pool, each harmonizing with the vivid colors of nearby 
flowers and the bright blue sky. This scene will forever take me right back to the 
house and the whole experience of being in Costa Rica with old friends.

A L S O  AVA I L A B L E How does the animal compare to common objects? let’s say 
you are swimming in a crystal- clear creek, and a fish swims by you. 
Is it as long as a ballpoint pen? How about a football? Maybe it’s a 
big one that’s about as long as the handle of that broom you use to 
sweep out the garage. Again, don’t worry about getting the length 
right down to the exact inch; an estimate will work fine.

Some people compare the size of an unknown animal to 
a known one. If you saw a nutria on the bank of a river and had 
never seen one before, you might think it looks something like a 
muskrat, but one the size of a beagle. Birders often use common 
birds when assessing the size of a mystery species; for example, 
they consider whether it was closer in size to a sparrow or a jay.

In addition to overall size, pay attention to the animal’s 
proportions as well. Imagine you are looking for starfish (or sea 
stars, if you prefer) in the shallows of Puget Sound in Washington, 
and you’re lucky enough to find a fat blood star (Henricia san-
guinolenta) next to its close cousin, the Pacific blood star (Henricia 
leviuscula). They both have five arms and are a vibrant red color, 
but on closer inspection, the fat blood star has thicker arms that 
become especially large close to the middle of the starfish (the 
central disk). The Pacific blood star’s legs are much more slender 
and do not gain much girth closer to the central disk. Even though 
these are similar species, proportions are the key to telling the 
difference between them.

Shape

At first, this may seem like an obvious trait to look for. Snakes are 
long and skinny, beetles are round with hard wing covers, and 
everyone knows what a fish looks like, right? Except that we’re not 
looking just at that first general impression; we want to get into 
the nitty- gritty of what makes one animal species’ shape unique 
compared to another’s. There are times when two almost identical 
species can be differentiated only by tiny variances in shape.

Field guides often measure the length of an animal in inches 
or centimeters. Since you aren’t usually going to be able to hold 
up a ruler to a given animal unless it is very slow, very calm, or 
very dead, you’re just going to have to do your best to estimate its 
size. Some people have a good eye for this, but if you’re not one of 
them, try using other things around the animal to help give you a 
sense of scale. If a woodpecker lands at your suet feeder, and you 
know the feeder is a six- inch square, compare that six- inch span to 
the overall length of the bird. Your estimate is likely to land within 
the average size range of its species, which should help you when 
you start poring over field guides.

However, the most obvious difference 
is that the stems are solid, not fleshy 
and hollow, and the main stem may 
branch several times with a flower 
at the end of each branch. The leaves 
are pinnatisect, but the lobes are 
more rounded than on dandelions and 
have fine white hairs all over them. 
leaves are arranged in a rosette flat 
on the ground, with stems growing 
from center.

PLANT IDENTIFICATION TEMPLATE

Species Observed:  
Hairy cat’s ear (Hypochaeris radicata)

COLORS/PATTERNS: Medium-  to 
dark- green leaves and stems with 
solid color, but leaves have a layer 
of white hairs that can give them 
a frosted appearance. Flowers are 
bright yellow, turning to dark brown 
seeds with fluffy white parachutes.

the Kew Gardens, a major nexus for the impor-
tation of foreign botanicals. Botanical gardens 
likely have become hubs for spreading many 
nonnative species. In fact, Singer and Smith 
noted in their monograph that “It is not impos-
sible that this species was introduced to Europe 
with exotic plant material.”43

Interestingly, slugs seem to have a distaste 
for this potent psilocybin species. Even when 
slugs are placed directly on top of Psilocybe cya-
nescens, they soon depart. However, slugs placed 
on Garden Giant (Stropharia rugoso- annulata) 
devour it. When I did a choice test by plac-
ing ten slugs in a box and these two species on 
opposite sides, the slugs migrated to the Garden 
Giant. This observation supports the theory that 
psilocybin could have evolved to prevent being 
parasitized by slugs and snails.

Psilocybe cyanofibrillosa caps are even along the edges, especially when young.

Psilocybe cyanofibrillosa is so named for the bluish toned hairs that can be seen on the stem.
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very similar in appearance and also dung dwell-
ing. The constellation of bluing species that are 
taxonomically interrelated to Panaeolus cyanes-
cens are Panaeolus africanus, Panaeolus bisporus, 
Panaeolus chlorocystis, Panaeolus combodginiensis, 
Panaeolus microsporus, and Panaeolus tropicalis, 
some of which are considered synonyms. All can 
quickly become ridden with maggots and small 
bugs, especially in age.

Once I was called out to a house near Tenino, 
Washington, to identify an unknown mushroom. 
It turned out to be Panaeolus bisporus (notably it 
has 2- spored, not 4- spored, basidia). The home-
owner had recently brought in manure from a 
local horse stable (that had recently received 
horses from Florida) to fertilize his yard. The 
mushrooms showed for 2 years and then petered 
out. This species is easy to grow in a lab; for infor-
mation on lab cultivation, see The Mushroom 
Cultivator, a book I coauthored with Jeff Chilton.

Panaeolus cyanescens is one of, if 
not the, most widely distributed psilocybin- 
active mushroom in the world. Widespread in 
most semitropical zones and reported from the 
southern United States (California to Texas to 
Tennessee, Kentucky, North Carolina, Virginia) 
to Mexico, across Central and South America, 
Asia, Australia, and in warmer parts of the 
Mediterranean region.

COMMENTS: This species is a strong producer of 
psilocybin and/or psilocin, although wild speci-
mens are highly variable in content. Two notable 
reports show 1 percent and 2.5 percent combined 
psilocybin and psilocin.92 93 I think exposure to 
sunlight (UV) degrades the psilocybin content 
in these small, fragile mushrooms. Panaeolus 
cyanescens is at the center of a constellation of 
other potent, psilocybin- active species that are

From the end of the Civil War to World War I, African Americans 
experienced extraordinary change. In one respect, they went 
from being enslaved people to citizens, from slavery to free-
dom, in a complete redefinition of a people. The ratifications 
of the Thirteenth Amendment (December 1865), which ended 
slavery, the Fourteenth Amendment (July 1868), which granted 
citizenship, and the Fifteenth Amendment (February 1870), 
which granted Black men (but not yet women) the right to vote, 
radically changed the civic and political status of Black people 
in an amazingly short period of time. In addition, the Civil Rights 
Act of 1866 ensured equal protection under the law, and the 
Civil Rights Act of 1875 banned racial discrimination. Black lead-
ers obtained political office in some Southern states, including 
sixteen who were elected to Congress, two who served in the 
U.S. Senate, and two who served briefly as governors during 
Reconstruction (1865– 1877), the period when the United States 
experimented with being a multiracial democracy. 

But if the elevation of Black Americans during Reconstruction was a revolu-

tion, it was met by a fierce counterrevolution on the part of white Southerners who 

vehemently and violently opposed any change in the status of Black people. White 

Southerners utterly opposed the Freedmen’s Bureau, a federal agency established 

to help newly freed African Americans obtain fairer wages and better employment 

conditions from their former enslavers; the bureau also established, in conjunc-

tion with the American Missionary Association, some HBCUs (historically Black 

colleges and universities). But its main work ended in 1869, and the bureau closed 

for good in 1872, at which time it had not had nearly enough time to achieve the 

goal of helping a mostly impoverished people become self- supporting citizens.

Robinson’s arrival wasn’t needed to make the Dodgers contenders. The team 

had already won ninety- six games in 1946, finishing only two games behind the 

National League champions, the St. Louis Cardinals. But Robinson apparently was 

the Dodgers’ missing piece, the spark, as the team won the National League flag 

in 1947. They lost the World Series, after going a full seven games, to the New York 

Yankees. During Robinson’s tenure, Brooklyn would win the pennant five more 

times (1949, 1952, 1953, 1955, and 1956) and the World Series once (1955). Robinson 

won the Rookie of the Year Award in 1947 with a .297 batting average, 29 stolen 

bases, and 125 runs scored. He won the Most Valuable Player Award in 1949, the 

first year he was free from Rickey’s directive, with a league- leading average of .342, 

37 stolen bases, and 124 RBI, the last an unusually high total for a player who hit 

only 16 home runs that year. (In fact, Robinson never hit as many as 20 homers in 

a season in his entire career.)

Bill Veeck, owner of the Cleveland Indians, made the next big move. Veeck, 

always a maverick, had long been interested in desegregating baseball, ever 

since his attempt to buy the Philadelphia Phillies in 1943. Baseball commissioner 

Kennesaw Mountain Landis, who adamantly opposed integration of the majors, 

thwarted Veeck’s efforts to buy the Phillies. However, former Kentucky governor 

Albert “Happy” Chandler, who became commissioner in 1945, was much more 

amenable to integrating the game. After Branch Rickey made the first move with 

Jackie Robinson, Veeck signed twenty- two- year- old Newark Eagles infielder Larry 

Doby on July 2, 1947, offering the owners, Effa and Abe Manley, $10,000, a pittance 

compared to what the clubs would have offered if Doby were white. (Veeck added 

$5,000 if Doby stuck with the Indians, which Doby did.) He also promised that Doby 

would not receive a salary less than $5,000 a year. When Doby debuted with the 

Indians on July 5, he played first base, not his normal position, in the second game 

of a doubleheader. Like Robinson, Doby felt pressure playing a strange position 

and, in his case, taking the place of Eddie Robinson, a popular white player.

Larry Doby became the first Black player in American League  
history on July 5, 1947, when he debuted with Cleveland.

⬆ We now make a move that both protects 
the pawn and develops a piece toward the 
center by moving our knight to c6 (Nc6). 
White will continue to develop from here 
and Black will continue to respond, protect-
ing pieces while developing your own in the 
most advantageous way. 

Traditional Openings
We’ve talked about how— when playing with 
the Black pieces— we are responding to White 
in the opening rather than dictating the play. 
So- called “traditional” openings for Black 
mean making the most logical responses to 
White’s moves in the opening. Let’s say White 
plays e4 and Black responds with e5: ⬇

In the last chapter, you learned that having 
two pawns in the center is really important. 
So, Black prevents White from doing that 
immediately by playing e5— if White now 
plays d4, Black can capture the pawn. So 
White will likely do something else.

Instead of playing d4, White moves their 
knight to f3 (Nf3). Now White is attacking 
our pawn on e5. ⬈

⬋ This is how the golden moves would 
look with Black (again imagining White 
hasn’t made any moves). Whatever opening 
your opponent plays, you should still strive 
for pawns in the center, knights and bishops 
developed toward the center, castling your 
king, and connecting your rooks— everything 
we learned in the previous chapter when 
opening with the White pieces. 

Usually, however, White will start the game 
with some kind of preparation, likely follow-
ing a particular opening and aiming for the 
golden moves themselves. So with Black 
we are responding. This chapter will look at 
three different kinds of openings for Black: 
the traditional Black openings, which follow 
the principles we talked about in the pre-
vious chapter; setup- based openings with 
the Black pieces; and building- block open-
ings, like the French Defense and Caro- Kann 
Defense. 

Now let’s look at starting the game with 
the Black pieces. First off, a lot of what you 
learned in the last chapter still applies, but 
chess is different when you aren’t the one 
making the first move. When playing with 
the Black pieces, you are responding to your 
opponent’s opening. Nevertheless, you are 
still aiming for the golden moves and it’s 
possible to get many of them on the board 
when playing Black, even if you are a move 
behind White.
