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I f you’d visited my family’s home in Locust Ridge, Tennessee, in the 1950s, the only 
stars you’d have seen were the ones lighting up the nighttime sky.

But I was determined that eventually the world would pay attention to the one 
in training on the ground. From my very earliest years, I wanted to be a star. Based on my 
surroundings, it wasn’t the most obvious career path, but I was determined to take it. And 
frankly, music was the only thing I cared to do.

My very ­rst memory was musical. In those years, my daddy was a sharecropper, and the 
woman who owned the land we lived on—we called her “Aunt Marth”—sang. It went, “Tip-
toe, tip-toe, Little Dolly Parton . . . Tip-toe, tip-toe, ain’t she ­ne. She’s got a red dress; 
she’s got nine. She’s got a red dress, just like mine.” As I’ve often said, I was amazed she 
knew a song with my name in it!

We didn’t have a TV until I was about ten, and we didn’t even have a car, so it wasn’t like 
I could go to concerts. People like Elvis Presley, Fats Domino, and Chet Atkins played in 
East Tennessee—from Kingsport down to Knoxville and Maryville—but there were no 
Partons in the seats. We did have a battery-operated radio for a time, and we listened when 
we could to the Grand Ole Opry. But when the battery lost its juice, we lost the Opry too.

Since we didn’t have much entertainment from outside, we had to make our own, and most 
of my brothers and sisters had some kind of musical talent. In fact, our whole extended 
family was very musical, and my earliest in�uences were my mama and my aunts and 
uncles and grandparents. Several of my relatives performed on local radio stations and 
even in clubs.

I was a kid who needed a lot of attention. I had plenty of pent-up energy, too, so I had to 
funnel it somewhere. There was no way I could act up in a family as big as ours without 
getting in trouble! So I learned to focus on my music. I would write all these songs, and I’d 
come up with these licks on the guitar. And when somebody would come to our house, 
Mama would say, “Run and get your guitar and sing that song” for whoever had just arrived. 
So I got to sing, and I saw early on that that would get me lots of attention. Of course, that 
only made me want to perform even more. If a visitor thought I was good, then I wanted 
to keep at it. I wanted to write better songs and to sing better songs.

In the Smoky Mountains, most of the songs you heard were gospel or country or bluegrass 
or maybe some blues. If you put all of it together, it was basically what you’d call “mountain 
music”—songs about hardworkin’ people in the backwoods. Life, love, broken hearts, God, 
poverty, family, and moonshine—we sang about it all. And I was determined that I would 
sing those kinds of songs all over the world, not just at home.

Of course, if you want to be on a stage, you have to practice, and although I can’t tell you 
the exact date of my ­rst performance, I can tell you where it took place: it was on the front 
porch of our house. I ran a tobacco stick down between the cracks of the porch and put a 
tin can on top for a microphone. But I wasn’t the only one singing on that porch. My sisters 
and brothers liked to perform too. We’d all sing at di�erent times, but I think I spent a lot

The odds that any given artist is going to make it upon arriving in 
Nashville are really slim. Nobody makes it without a little help.

Dolly beat the really slim odds in part because of a really slim artist. 
Other people took an interest in her before Porter Wagoner did, but 
no one—aside from Dolly herself—played a bigger role in helping 
her rise from a struggling new singer to a rising star. She became a 
duet partner and key attraction in Porter’s concert lineup and on his 
syndicated TV series, The Porter Wagoner Show.

Most of the time, Porter believed in Dolly just as much as she did. 
But there were also moments when they argued intensely because 
their visions for her career were so di�erent. Their disagreements 
increased as Dolly’s popularity grew.

Dolly would, no doubt, have made it sooner or later, but the ex-
posure Porter gave her likely speeded up her ascent. Their seven years 
together went from rosy to rocky, but their union was an important 
factor in propelling Dolly from an unknown talent to star of the show.

In both examples, your dog is hearing and seeing the target word in use 
during appropriate contexts between six and ten times. Each of these inter-
actions takes less than one minute. Short bursts of modeling words multiple 
times a day is much more e�ective than conducting longer training sessions a 
few times each week. The key takeaway here is that the frequency of modeling 
is more important than the duration of modeling. 

2. When You Observe Your Dog Communicating the Meaning of 
a Word with Their Gestures, Body Language, or Vocalizations

Since the end goal is for your dog to use buttons to communicate independently, 
another excellent time to model words is when you obse�e your dog commu-
nicating a concept they have a button for. Remember, gestures pave the way for 
words. We want to build from your dog’s current communication patterns and 
strengths. Take a look at Activity 1 on page 55 to �gure out what you can model 
in di�erent situations throughout your day.

How to Make Your Modeling Even More Effective

Have you ever obse�ed a mother talking to her baby or toddler in a singsongy 
voice that’s slower and higher pitched? This way of speaking, called paren-
tese, draws a baby’s attention to the speaker and helps them focus on words. 
Research shows that parentese occurs in cultures and languages around the 
world, and leads to increased language development outcomes for the baby.

Changing our tone of voice, our rate of speech, and the surrounding en-
vironment can all help our dogs pay closer attention to us and the words we’re 
saying to them, too. When you’re modeling words verbally and with your dog’s 
buttons, t� these simple tweaks to draw your dog’s attention to you:

1 Slow down your rate of speech and exaggerate each syllable of multi-
syllabic words.

2 Repeat your target word (the word you’re pushing with your dog’s but-
ton) several times in a row.

3 Soften your voice and raise your pitch, as if you were talking to a baby 
or young toddler.

4 Limit distractions in the surrounding area. Turn o� the TV, any music, 
or other noises to keep your dog’s focus and attention on you and the 
words you’re saying.

Tradi�onal Openings
We’ve talked about how—when playing with 
the Black pieces—we are responding to White the Black pieces—we are responding to White the Black pieces—
in the opening rather than dictating the play. 
So-called “traditional” openings for Black 
mean making the most logical responses to 
White’s moves in the opening. Let’s say White 
plays e4 and Black responds with e5: ⬇

In the last chapter, you learned that having 
two pawns in the center is really important. 
So, Black prevents White from doing that 
immediately by playing e5—if White now 
plays d4, Black can capture the pawn. So 
White will likely do something else.

Instead of playing d4, White moves their 
knight to f3 (Nf3). Now White is attacking 
our pawn on e5. ⬈

⬋ This is how the golden moves would 
look with Black (again imagining White 
hasn’t made any moves). Whatever opening 
your opponent plays, you should still strive 
for pawns in the center, knights and bishops 
developed toward the center, castling your 
king, and connecting your rooks—everything 
we learned in the previous chapter when 
opening with the White pieces. 

Usually, however, White will start the game 
with some kind of preparation, likely follow-
ing a particular opening and aiming for the 
golden moves themselves. So with Black 
we are responding. This chapter will look at 
three di�erent kinds of openings for Black: 
the traditional Black openings, which follow 
the principles we talked about in the pre-
vious chapter; setup-based openings with 
the Black pieces; and building-block open-
ings, like the French Defense and Caro-Kann 
Defense. 

Now let’s look at starting the game with 
the Black pieces. First o�, a lot of what you 
learned in the last chapter still applies, but 
chess is di�erent when you aren’t the one 
making the �rst move. When playing with 
the Black pieces, you are responding to your 
opponent’s opening. Nevertheless, you are 
still aiming for the golden moves and it’s 
possible to get many of them on the board 
when playing Black, even if you are a move 
behind White.

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Before the Jurassic Period, trouble was brewing deep under the
Earth’s surface. The supercontinent Pangea was slowly tearing 
apart. As tectonic plates moved, volcanoes erupted and spewed 
lava and greenhouses gasses. The Triassic–Jurassic mass 
extinction event wiped out more than 76 percent of all animal 
species. Crocodile-like pseudosuchians that once outcompeted 
the dinosaurs were nearly all gone by the start of the Jurassic—
only a small group survived, eventually evolving into modern 
alligators and crocodiles. Somehow, in all the chaos of mass 
extinction, the dinosaurs emerged pre�y much unscathed. 
Why dinosaurs survived is still a mystery. Perhaps dinosaurs 
reproduced at a higher rate than the pseudosuchians. Maybe 
being less specialized gave early dinosaurs an advantage. 
Whatever the reasons, dinosaurs found themselves with li�le 
competition and room to spread out.

Pangea separated into two distinct halves, Laurasia and 
Gondwana, creating new shallow-water habitats. The deserts of 
the Triassic Period shrank and were replaced with lush Jurassic 
rainforests. These rainforests were an all-you-can-eat buffet that 
would fuel new supersized dinosaurs.

The Triassic Period was swelteringly hot. The supercontinent 
Pangea sat right on Earth’s equator, and the atmosphere 
was heated by greenhouse gasses. The landscape was filled 
with scorching deserts that were way too hot for a primitive 
dinosaur to survive. The temperate regions of Earth had 
more hospitable, humid tropical forests, but the weather 
was extreme. Unpredictable, global mega-monsoons caused 
dangerous flash floods.

Weather aside, dinosaurs were simply not the dominant 
animal group during the Triassic. Early true dinosaurs were 
small carnivores like Herrerasaurus and Eoraptor. They darted 
around on their hind legs and made a living in the middle of 
the food chain. Meanwhile, crocodile-like pseudosuchians took 
up many ecological niches. An apex predator like Saurosuchus
was 18 feet long, and its gigantic snapping croc-like mouth 
easily chewed up puny dinosaurs.

One of the main Triassic herbivores was the dicynodonts, 
which were a group of the stem-mammal synapsids. 
Dicynodonts like the ox-sized Ischigualastia dug up plants 
with their tusks. By the Late Triassic Period, a new herbivore 
dinosaur group evolved: prosauropods like Plateosaurus used 
their long necks to eat leaves that squat dicynodonts had 
trouble reaching. Although dinosaurs were o�en outcompeted 
and shared the stage with other animal groups during the 
Triassic, it was just their beginning!

The Ischigualasto Formation in Argentina in the spot known as
Valle de la Luna (Valley of the Moon) is famous for its windswept 
erosion and colorful rocks. It’s also one of the best places to 
find Triassic fossils. More than 230 mya, this part of Pangea 
was filled with rivers that a�racted animals. Paleontologists 
hypothesize that flash floods would o�en bury unsuspecting 
visitors—not great if you’re a dinosaur ge�ing a drink, but 
perfect conditions for fossilization. Fossil collecting from the 
Ischigualasto Formation started in the 1940s.

In 1961, with the help of a rancher Victorino Herrera, Argentinian 
paleontologists Osvaldo Reig and José Bonaparte uncovered 
one of the earliest true theropod dinosaurs from 237 mya. They 
named the dinosaur Herrerasaurus, in honor of their guide. 
Theropods are a group of bipedal carnivorous dinosaurs that 
would eventually include Tyrannosaurus, Velociraptor, and birds. 
Dinosaurs only make up a small percentage of the fossils in the 
Ischigualasto Formation, where an entire fossilized ecosystem 
has been uncovered. This discovery led scientists to understand 
the small role dinosaurs played during the Triassic.

The earliest true mammals emerged 
during the Triassic. They were the size 
of rats, lived in burrows, laid eggs like a 
platypus, and fed their young with milk.
